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What is Child Sex Trafficking?

Child sex trafficking (CST) is a form of child abuse that occurs when a child
under 18 is advertised, solicited or exploited through a commercial sex act where
sex is traded for money, food, shelter, drugs or anything else of value.

Know the Red Flags

CST victims may not see themselves as victims or disclose their abuse because
of fear, shame, or loyalty to their abuser(s). It is not a child’s responsibility to
ask for help. Familiarizing ourselves with signs of child sex trafficking can help
us intervene if a child in our life is being trafficked and get them the support
they deserve.
